Dear Owners of Farm-Raised Deer Enrolled in the WI CWD Herd Status Program:

Effective December 10, 2012, the USDA rules that establish a Herd Certification Program (HCP)
for Chronic Wasting Disease (CWD) in farm-raised or captive cervids in the United States go
into effect. Under federal and Wisconsin rules, owners of cervids who choose to participate in
the CWD Herd Certification Program will have to meet the following requirements:

Age of testing deer for CWD:

Each deer enrolled in the WI CWD Herd Status Program must be tested for CWD upon death
(including by slaughter or hunt) at 12 months of age or older.

Physical herd inventory:

A complete physical herd inventory must be performed for all enrolled herds. A complete
physical inventory must provide verification to reconcile all deer and two approved individual
identifications with the records maintained by the owner.

The owner must present the entire herd for inspection where an accredited veterinarian can safely
read all identifications on the animals.

The first complete physical herd inventory must be completed by December 31, 2015, and no
later than every third year thereafter. The December 31, 2015, timeline allows deer farmers to
correlate the physical inventory with the herd’s cycle for tuberculosis testing, if desired.

Animal identification:

Each deer in enrolled in the WI CWD Herd Status Program must have at least two forms of
identification attached to the animal.

At least one must be an approved form of official individual identification. Current official
identifications are a TB silver metal ear tag or an “840” ear tag.

The second, if not official individual identification, must be a unique identification for the
individual deer within the herd.
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Deer in herds currently enrolled or planning to enroll in the W1 CWD Herd Status Program must
have two forms of identification as follows:

e Currently enrolled herds: Two forms of identification must be applied as follows:

o By December 31, 2015, to all deer that are 12 months of age or older
o Effective December 10, 2012, to any live deer, regardless of age, that is moved
from the herd.

e Herds planning to enroll: Effective December 10, 2012, any herds planning to enroll in
the WI CWD Herd Status Program must have two forms of identification attached to each
deer prior to enrollment.

e Deer added to an enrolled herd: Effective December 10, 2012, any deer added to a
Wisconsin enrolled herd must have two forms of identification:

o For natural additions, by 12 months of age.
o For non-natural additions, by the date of entering the herd, regardless of age.

Effective December 10, 2012, once two forms of identification have been applied to a deer in the
WI CWD Herd Status Program; both forms of identification must be reported on the annual herd
census submitted to the department.
